Follow the different stations of the Via Dolorosa to the 
Church of the Holy Sepulchre, the holiest Christian site in 
Jerusalem. The Citadel, which is located on the highest point in the 
Old City, allows a most impressive view of the Old and New City. The 
Citadel houses the Museum of the History of Jerusalem with multi-
media exhibits depicting the history of the city in the First and Second 
Temple eras, the Muslim and Crusader periods as well as the 
Ottoman age. Following lunch in a typical Middle Eastern restaurant, 
you will drive to Bethlehem, the birthplace of Jesus Christ. The major 
site in Bethlehem is the Church of the Nativity, built by Constantine 
the Great, over the cave where, according to tradition, Jesus was 
born.
